When you need to deal with fear, read Psalm 47.

When you want to feel secure, read Psalm 121:3.

When you need assurance, read Mark 8:35.

When you need reassurance, read Psalm 145:18.

When you are worried, read Matthew 8:19-34.

When you are losing hope, read Psalm 126.

When you feel hurt and critical, read 1 Corinthians 13.

When you wonder about Christianity, read 2 Corinthians 5:15-18.
When you feel like an outcast, read Romans 8:31-39.

When you are seeking peace, read Matthew 11:25-30.

When it feels as if the world is bigger than God, read Psalm 90.
When you need Jesus like insurance, read Romans 8:1-30.
When you are leaving home on a trip, read Psalm 121.

When you are praying for yourself, read Psalm 87.

When you require courage for a task, read Joshua 1.

When you are depressed, read Psalm 27.

When you lose faith in mankind, read 1 Corinthians 13.

When people are unfriendly, read John 15.

When you want to get along with other people, read Romans 12.
When you need to know Paul’s secret for happiness, read Colossians 3:12-17.
When investments and inflation are hogging your thoughts, read Mark 10:17-31.
When your bank account is empty, read Psalm 37.

All of us have experienced many, if not all of these feelings and thoughts from time to time. God is so faithful and good
to us in giving his remedy for all of them. It is my hope and prayer that you will place these passages of scripture where you
can quickly refer to them when you have one or more of these needs. “Feed your faith, and doubt will starve to death.”
