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.ﬂ.s we celebrate Thanksgiving this month, I am reminded that we have so much for
which to be thankful. Most of us have family and friends with whom to gather during this
season. Times of wonderful and intimate fellowship await us with immediate, extended, and
church family members. | am so thankful for each and all of you, my church family. Also,
many of us have plenty of material “stuff” in this life for which to be thankful.

But most of all, during this Thanksgiving season, | celebrate the fact for all of us that
we are forgiven people and have been given the gift of everlasting life through the death,
burial, and resurrection of our Savior and Lord, Jesus. The sins we have and will commit are
not held against us as we confess them to Jesus and we know that “He is faithful and just to forgive our sins and cleanse from
all unrighteousness”. God is so good. His great love for us makes me want to give to others and give thanks to God in oh so
many ways. In so doing, it brings Him glory and provides for the well-being of others.

I want to share some short stories, sentences, and information with you concerning giving and giving thanks to God as told
by others.

(3) In Matthew, Mark and Luke, one out of every six verses deals with money. Of the twenty-nine parables Jesus
told, sixteen deal with a person and his money.

(4) Henry Ford was once asked to donate money for the construction of a new medical facility. The billionaire
pledged to give $5,000. The next day in the newspaper, the headline read, “Henry Ford contributes $50,000 to
the local hospital.” The irate Ford was on the telephone immediately to complain to the fund-raiser that he had
been misunderstood. The fund-raiser replied that they would print a retraction in the paper the following day to
read, “Henry Ford reduces his donation by $45,000.” Realizing the poor publicity that would result, Ford
agreed to giving the $50,000 contribution in return for the following. Above the entrance to the hospital was to
be carved a Biblical inscription that read: “I came among you, and you took me in.”

(5) A mother wanted to teach her daughter a moral lesson. She gave the little girl a quarter and a dollar for church.
“Put whichever one you want in the offering plate and keep the other for yourself,” she told her. When they
were coming out of church, the mother asked her daughter which amount she had given. “Well,” said the little
girl, “1 was going to give the dollar, but just before the offering, the man in the pulpit said that we should all be
cheerful givers. | knew I’d be a lot more cheerful if | gave the quarter, so | did.”

(6) Martin Luther once said, “I have tried to keep things in my hands and lost them all, but what | have given into
God’s hands I still possess.”

(7) J. L. Kraft, head of the Kraft Cheese Corporation, who had given 25% of his enormous income to Christian
churches and missions for many years, said, “The only investment | have ever made which has paid consistently
increasing dividends is the money | have given to the Lord.”

May the Lord bless you as you continue to grow in your intentional giving to the Lord Jesus. He is faithful. Have a

Christ C.A.N. continues to operate out of
the Bassett Center on Branch Street. Our
church continues to support this ministry in its attempt
to help those in Rocky Mount with unexpected
emergency needs. Approximately $2,000 a month is
dispersed to individuals in need each month, based on
contributions of member churches, and donations by
individuals through their churches. When funds are not
available, the Director offers hope to the individual by
directing the individual to other resources in Rocky
Mount. Individuals in need of food are always directed
to the food pantries at the Homeless Shelter or the
Salvation Army. That’s why it is important that we as a
church continue to support these ministries with food
collection. (Be sure to see the notice elsewhere in this
newsletter for E.U.M.C. MONTH OF SUPPORT for
the pantry at the Salvation Army.)

In June, Christ C.A.N. helped 36 individuals with
utilities, rent, medicine, gas, and furniture for a total of
$2,361.25; July - 10 individuals received help with
utilities, rent, medicine, and gas totaling $628.27;
and August - 16 individuals received help with utilities,
rent, gas, portable air devices (fans, air conditioners)
totaling $1,181.06.

Christ C.A.N. continues to not only help clients
financially, but strives to help clients make life-
changing choices to become more independent, and
self-supporting.
