My  name is  Danny  Nettleton  and  I’m the  new Director  of  Youth  and
Children Ministries here at Englewood United Methodist Church.  Or,

at  least  I  will  be if  I  ever get  these boxes packed.   It’s  just  amazing the
stuff  you  acquire  over  the  years.   Crystal  and  I  have  been  married  for
almost  5  years  and  we  have  enough  junk  to  supply  a  Flea  Market  for
centuries.  That’s one of the silver linings about moving (I’m a preacher’s
kid so I’ve always had to look for silver linings in moving), it gives you a
chance to reevaluate what you need.  I have three piles going right now:
one for the stuff I’m taking with me, one for the stuff I’m leaving so some
one  else  can  use  it,  and  one  for  the  junk  I’m throwing  away  that  is  not
useful  to any body.   Stuff  like a Bob Dylan CD that  my two year old has
drawn a smiley face on with a permanent marker.  Whenever I try to play
it, I get a weird never ending techno remix of “The Times They Are A-Changing”.  (Come ga-ga-ga-ga-ga-ga-ga-
gather a rou-rou-rou-rou, come ga-ga-ga...etc.)

I’ve  also  been  amazed  at  things  I’ve  found  that  I  had  lost  and  forgotten  I’d  lost.   Under  the  couch
cushion,  I  found an I-POD cord that  I  gave up on finding a year ago!  It  seems like I’m catching up on this
decision making about what I need and what I don’t need that I should have been doing all along!

I’ve been doing a little bit of this spiritually too: deciding what attitudes and motivations I want to take
with  me,  and  which  ones  I  need  to  leave  behind;  deciding  which  things  I  need  to  give  to  others  and  which
things I need to recover to enrich myself.  So often we live our lives without examination and reflection, we get
so busy that, neglecting God’s call for Sabbath, we let the junk in our lives pile up and we allow our valuables
to  get  lost  beneath  the  couch  cushions.   Part  of  preparing  myself  to  come  be  among  you  has  been  some
long-needed spiritual house keeping.

We do this  in ministry too.   In the coming weeks we’ll  be examining our youth and children ministry
with fresh eyes and asking some of these questions.  Until then, let’s be praying together abut what we have
lying around that doesn’t work anymore, what we’ve lost that we need to recover, what we have that we need
to carry forward with us, and what we’ve been hogging that is best shared with those outside our walls.

More on this later.  My wife is calling and I need to get back to packing.  I look forward to meeting you
all.  Remember, in the words of Bob Dylan: “He who isn’t busy being born is busy die-die-die-die-die-die-die-
die-die-die-die-die…..” well you get the picture.
