The Prayer Shawl Ministry at Englewood
United Methodist Church began in
February 2005. This ministry, which
combines the love of knitting with
God’s commandment to “love your
neighbor as yourself”, was the vision of
members of the Circle of Joy. They
were inspired by reading the book,
Khnitting into the Mystery, and by the

shawl Meredith Howell received while she

was a patient at Duke Medical Center.

They immediately began knitting shawls,
spreading enthusiasm for the shawl
ministry by speaking to other groups in
the church and offering knitting lessons.
Their love for this mission quickly
spread and the number of knitters
continues to increase.

Although most of the knitting is done
at home, meetings are organized for
knitting instructions, fellowship, prayer
and blessings for the recipients of the
shawls. Meetings are relaxed and
informal. Two meetings are scheduled
each month, on the second Tuesday
evening from 6:30 pm to 8:00 pm and
on the fourth Tuesday morning from

10:00 am until noon, in the church parlor.

All age groups are represented in our
circle of knitters. Everyone is welcome.
